7. Aylesham Leisure Project Team

Construction work is continuing on Phase 1. A manager has been appointed. 

8. Surgery  Reports

Surgery reports were circulated (members thanked P.Obee for doing these).

9. PACT, PCSO, DDC Project Officer Report, KCC Cllr report

K. Sutcliff’s report and Newsletter supplement was circulated. Kay will visit one Friday to take individual photographs of all Cllrs, and the current photographs will be put on the PC Noticeboard. PC Keningale reported that burglaries have taken place on the industrial estate.

10.Co-op land for car-parking 

The Co-op is no longer interested in buying the PC land for use as a car-park. The Clerk will write, asking if the Co-op would be interested in selling their land to the PC for car-park construction to benefit local residents.

11. PC meeting at St Peter’s 

Rev Mike Honnor of St Peters suggested holding a meeting at St Peter’s to encourage more local people to attend (tea and coffee would be provided). This experiment will be tried for the September meeting.

12. Best Kept Garden  

Mr Coulson praised the standard of entries when he judged them in the company of P. Sutcliffe and C. White. Certificates will be presented to the competitors at a ceremony to be held downstairs at Aylesham House at 10.30pm on the 23rd July. Mr Coulson will also be invited along with a Dover Express Journalist.

 13.   Local Development Framework (LDF)

Aylesham Petrol Filling Station and Aylesham New Primary School are present on the 2002 map which has been issued with the LDF as UPDATED in 2010; these facilities are no longer planned. The Clerk will write accordingly to Planning.

14. PACE accommodation at Aylesham House

Parish Cllr P. Sutcliffe declared a prejudicial interest in item  7 (PACE accommodation at Aylesham House), and left the chamber for this item; he did not take part in the discussion or any decision-making.

Patrick Sutcliffe  has requested the use of part of the upstairs office for his activities when operating locally. He would pay rent in kind through providing free coaching/training in lieu of rent.  Because this is a commercial activity, a professional valuation would be necessary, along with a formal formula for translating the market rent into the appropriate equivalent of training/coaching activities for local young people. B. Field proposed and D. Burton seconded that this possibility should not be pursued because members considered that the space should be kept available for charity/voluntary activities and groups. Patrick will be advised to try the units at the Workshop Trust

16. AOB

a. KCC Highways will be asked to look again at replacing all the 30mph speed limit signs at the entrances to the village by a 20mph speed limit.

b. Dropped kerb request for Queen’s Rd/Market Square junction on the Chinese Restaurant side: the Clerk has asked for this before and been refused by KCC. A petition of nearly 200 hundred signatures has been handed in, requesting that this issue be reconsidered – on DDA grounds, as well as extreme inconvenience being experienced by local residents. The Clerk will also request a zebra crossing to ensure safe crossing at a bad visibility junction.

c. An anonymous letter has been sent to the Parish Council; the sender should contact the Chair or Clerk if they have any concerns with any aspect of Parish Council business.

d. Car-parking at Atlee Ave junction with Dorman Avenue North, and the junction of Queens Rd with the Market Square: action is needed to prevent car-parking at these junctions, and yellow lines are needed on Dorman Ave North from the layby to the Atlee Avenue Junction. The Clerk will contact DDC.
