6. Aylesham Master-Plan /ACDP– Ward-Hillreed & DDC

Amended plans have been submitted to Kent Highways, asking for comments. The Clerk has emailed DDC asking when PC comments are to be requested, and asking whether these amendments are related to the potential £7million saving sought by the Developers. If the latter, a proper presentation should be made by DDC or the Developer showing clearly what has been changed, as the impact of the plans is difficult to understand. A reply is awaited, although K. Sutcliffe has been informed that these are minor amendments made in response to previous comments, and are not in any way related to any cutbacks.

7. Aylesham Leisure Project Team

Construction work is continuing on Phase 1. Work is beginning on realigning the pitches, so no-one can play on them; Dorman Avenue North playing field should be used instead.  

8. Surgery  Reports

Surgery report for 14/5 was circulated (Pat is, sadly, unwell, and flowers will be sent). The Co-op manager visited to discuss local issues with the Co-op.

9. PACT, PCSO, DDC Project Officer Report, KCC Cllr report

K. Sutcliff’s report and Newsletter supplement was circulated. Kay will do photographs of all Cllrs to put on the PC Noticeboard.

KCC Cllr Manion reported that KCC have filled 80,000 potholes to date. Comments are to be invited on the proposed KCC Waste and Recycling strategy. The Clerk will email Mandy Pile at DDC about arrangements for disposing of domestic needles, now that the new Health Centre no longer apparently provides this facility.

10. Horses on Ratling Rd Play Area 

KCC site manager, Amanda Barden visited this site with B. Thompson. The barbed wire will be removed (payback team or volunteers) this month, and no other remedial works were considered necessary.

11. Veolia Water presentation on metering (7pm) 

Ian McAthy attended to explain the reasons for the introduction of metering for currently unmetered 1050 properties throughout the village from June 2010 (see attached presentation). Essentially, there is increasing pressure on scarce water resources, and charging users by volume is the fairest way of conserving resources.
