6. Aylesham Master-Plan /ACDP– Ward-Hillreed & DDC

Nothing further to report. 

 7. Aylesham Leisure Project Team

Construction work is continuing on Phase 1. Presentations were made at the last meeting by 3 contractors bidding to run the scheme. 

8. Surgery  Reports

These were circulated, and Members thanked P.Obee for her most useful reports. 

9. PACT, PCSO, DDC Project Officer Report, KCC Cllr report

Cllr Manion (KCC) reported that £4.4 million is being spent on potholes for 2010/11, and local firms, including one from Aylesham (Skelton) are being used. A new technology is being used to ensure long lasting repairs. The new round of KCC Cllr grants has now started, together with the Neighbourhood Forums grants, and Emma Carey has the forms.

10. Horses on Ratling Rd Play Area 

The Chairman has held prolonged negotiations in conjunction with KCC Gypsy Liaison officers, with the gypsy, who illegally put horses and a barbed wire fence on this area. The horses and fence have now disappeared. It would be too expensive to require the person concerned to move the droppings; members will arrange clearance of the dropping through borrowing a trailer from Derek and, if not, contacting Ray Fagg to harrow it in. B. Field will put up the ‘no horses’ signs.

11. Spinney Wood 

No further action. Steve Walker from White Cliffs Countryside Project sent in specimen anti-motorbike signs which would be put up, together with obstructing poles, where motorbikes illegally gain access to the Wood. He also sent in a map showing diseased trees which need attention. Members approved these schemes in principle, and the Clerk will contact Steve suggesting he calls in one Friday morning to discuss the situation with members, telephone M.de la Mare to meet for a walk through the Woods. 

 12. Allotments

 The strip of land between Burgess and Kings Rd was apparently set aside for allotments in the Aylesham Plan. Alternatively, there is a plot behind the old Health Centre up to Cripps Close car park which may be suitable; the Clerk will check.
