a. Residents were warned to beware of a rogue charity caller; ID should always be requested from any callers.

b. Workshop Trust Trees: local residents have asked PC members what has happened to the  many trees (£45,000 ? grant-funded) which were planted and intended to form an orchard; apparently the area is being ploughed up, and residents are concerned about this loss of the proposed orchard and also about the disposal of the trees – are they being/will they be replanted elsewhere, or made available to local people?  The Clerk will contact Derek Garrity 

There is also a new development with the jobs project; the EKSDC is, essentially, starting all over again with work on this, and it would involve 99-year leases on the Project land, which raises complex issues of ownership and control of this project and Trust land .

c. The Clerk will write on behalf of members to congratulate Current Deputy Aylesham Carnival Queen, Rebecca Robson, on her selection as a Princess on the Court of Kent, and as a Team Member for Team England.

d. Local residents have congratulated the PC on the good standard of work by local AJL Garden Services on PC play areas and land.
