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BULLYING - Advice to parents





Watch for signs of distress in your child.


Take an active interest in his/her social life.


Discuss friendships and how break times/lunch times 


are spent.


Encourage your child to tell a trusted adult 


about the problem.


If you think your child is being bullied inform 


the school immediately.


Encourage your child not to give in to the bullies’ 


demands e.g. by providing sweets or money.


If your child reports unusual, seemingly minor incidences on a regular basis, keep a ‘written record’ of : WHO? WHAT? WHERE? WHEN?


Work with the school staff to devise strategies for 


supporting your child both inside and outside school.


If you are not helped, tell a Governor.





If the problem occurs outside school contact a 


police officer, your councillor or a Solicitor.  Ask for a 


letter to be sent to the bully’s parents.  If the bully 


attends the same school alert the school so that the bully can be closely monitored throughout the day.


Do not encourage your child to hit back.  It will only make matters worse.  


Encourage your child to recruit friends.  A child who has friends is less likely to be bullied.
