News From Bourne Vets  
Due to the warm weather we have been seeing a surprising 
amount of ticks on dogs recently. The most commonly seen 
in the UK are the Ixodes Species. These are small, light 
grey ticks which only feed on animals for a few days each 
year. Most of the ticks lifestyle is spent in areas of long 
grassland and moorland and they can go long periods 
without feeding. They wait in grass and on low hanging 
woodland branches to attach to animals as they brush past. 
Once they have found a host they feed on the blood. The 
males feed little and often while the females attach and can 
increase in size by over 100 times to the size of a pea and 
can be attached for up to 14 days. Ticks are fairly obvious 
once they are attached to your dog, especially as they 
become engorged and they are most commonly seen on the 
armpits, groin, face and ears. Ticks normally have 2 distinct 
feeding seasons in spring and early autumn but the recent 
very warm weather has seen them continuing to feed 
through the summer.  Usually dogs only have 1 or 2 ticks 
but heavy infestations can occur. Apart from being very 
unsightly, ticks can cause other problems. Usually they do 
not irritate the dog but occasionally the skin may become 
inflamed due to an allergic reaction.  The commonest 
problem we see is when ticks have been incorrectly 
removed. Ticks feed using a hypostome, which has 
backward pointing barbs, so it is easy to leave some 
mouthparts embedded in the skin and this can cause 
irritation and infection. Heavy infestations of ticks can 
cause anaemia and ticks can also transmit diseases such as 
Lyme disease. This is not seen here but does occur in the 
West Country and we have seen it in 1 or 2 dogs when they 
return from holidays in that area. Lyme disease can cause 
serious illness of the nervous system, joints and heart and 
symptoms include fever and arthritis in several joints 
If you see a tick on your pet you should use a specific Tick 
remover to safely remove the mouthparts. These are 
available from your vets and come with easy to use 
instructions, but if you do not feel confident about this we 
are more than happy to remove them for you, just call us on 
01227 832322 to arrange an appointment. 
Alternatively, you can prevent ticks attaching in the first 
place as some of the spot-on flea treatments available also 
work against ticks and we would recommend using one of 
these treatments before taking your dog on holiday to the 
West Country or abroad to reduce the risk of contracting 
Lyme’s disease.

There has been a number of calls regarding young 
people throwing stones and items at cars, this is more 
prominent near the industrial estate.  It appears that 
they are hiding in the trees and when approached by 
drivers or the police they run into the village.  We are 
monitoring this situation closely and urge anyone with 
any knowledge of this to let us know as this situation 
has the potential to cause an accident. Some groups of 
young people have been making a nuisance of 
themselves around the village.  They have been 
abusive to local residents and businesses and also 
appear to be finding ways to entice victims to chase 
them.  We would like to urge people not to rise to this 
and to call one of the numbers below. The Aylesham 
Fun Day was a great success as we did not receive any 
calls to the police and it appeared that all enjoyed the 
day. There are increasing complaints about speeding 
and bad driving and riding throughout the village for 
both cars and mopeds.  This is something that we are 
taking very seriously as there is the potential for an 
accident to occur.  We have carried out speed checks 
in the past and drivers have been spoken to on a 
number of occasions regarding their driving.  We are 
now looking at other methods and procedures to 
prosecute and penalise those who are not driving 
within accordance of the law. We are still gathering 
information on drugs and drug activity in the area.

A Doctor’s Eye View - Written by Dr Jacqueline Chang 
who was for several years a 
 non-alcoholic AA Trustee. 
One of the most impressive and moving experiences I have 
had in my 25 years as a general practitioner has been to 
witness the change which occurs in people as they become 
involved in the Fellowship of Alcoholics Anonymous.  
To watch a patient suffer from active alcoholism is very 
painful and very frustrating for a doctor. That person 
continues to drink despite the fact, that as a direct 
consequence of the drinking their health is failing and 
relationships are falling apart.  There may also be losses of 
employment and financial security. However the biggest 
loss of all is the loss of trust in self and other human beings 
as at this stage the suffering person only trusts alcohol to 
help them cope with the pain of life. 
If at this point such a person is fortunate enough to find 
Alcoholics Anonymous and becomes willing to accept the 
help which is offered, the most amazing transformation can 
take place which, within quite a short time, becomes 
obvious to any onlooker. Continued involvement with AA 
over time can lead to ever increasing personal growth. 
Alcoholics Anonymous offers an environment where 
meetings take place. No referral letters need be written! No 
appointments are required! There is no waiting time! 
Meetings take place at the same time on a particular day of 
the week, year in year out! No financial cost is involved! 
As the result of association with other alcoholics, new 
members begin to lose their sense of isolation and they 
begin to feel a sense of trust and hope and to develop a 
belief in themselves and others. 
Alcoholics Anonymous offers a way of life which helps 
people to prioritise their problems. They learn to accept that 
things which have happened in the past are beyond their 
control. Equally, they become aware that it is futile to 
worry about external events which might happen in the 
future. Thus they learn to focus on the present and to 
become responsible for their own behaviour, with an 
understanding that the only way they can cope with a 
problem or situation in their lives is to alter the way in 
which they perceive it. 
The process of Alcoholics Anonymous involves attendance 
at meetings, reading of literature, sharing of feelings and 
problems with other members, helping with the 
organisation of AA and sponsoring or mentoring other 
members. All these behaviours undertaken by AA members 
lead to a change in the way they think and feel, thereby 
enhancing emotional health. 
The focus of Alcoholics Anonymous is spiritual rather than 
religious. In Alcoholics Anonymous people learn to believe 
in themselves and in others, they learn to trust and to hope 
in a better future and, through altruistic association with 
other members, they begin to learn how to function in 
loving relationships. 
Research shows that there are many effective ways of 
achieving sobriety in the short term. However there is no 
evidence of a better way of maintaining long term sobriety 
than involvement with Alcoholics Anonymous.  
As a general practitioner, I regard it as essential that all 
patients of mine who suffer from alcoholism should be 
introduced to the environment, the way of life and process 
of Alcoholics Anonymous at every level of care throughout 
the treatment continuum.
