The myxomatosis virus is spread by fleas and massjuso
it is difficult to avoid infection. Rabbits shoulik treated to
ensure they don’t have fleas and are not exposediildo
rabbits but this will not guarantee that infectidoes not
occur. As there is no effective treatment, prewentby
vaccination is the best policy. The vaccine camgiven to
rabbits as young as 6 weeks old and produces intynlidi
days after vaccination.
