Historical Charity Bike Ride  
In Aid Of The   Community First Responder 
Part 2 of our route passes through the ruins of 
Richborough Roman Fort which was known as 
Rutupiae. Richborough was the gateway to Britain 
long before Dover. It is here that the 4 invading 
Legions under Aulus Plautius assembled after landing 
in Britain during the Claudian invasion of A.D.43 and 
the ditches dug by the legionaries can still be seen. 
We leave Richborough on our way to the 3rd stop 
Sandwich which was a natural, safe harbour for ships 
travelling between the continent and London. By the 
11th to 13th centuries it had become a major port and 
its wealth led to repeated raids by the Danes and the 
French. One of the most notable raids was in 1457 
when Sandwich was attacked by 4000 French under 
Marshal Pierre de Breze. The town protected itself 
with fortified walls and a great boom which prevented 
passage of ships up the river Stour. Many famous 
people have passed through the town, notably Thomas 
A Becket during his escape from Henry II and 
Richard The Lionheart on his return from the 
crusades. The Black Prince brought back King John of 
France as a prisoner from his victory in Poitiers. After 
1560, Protestants fleeing persecution in the 
Netherlands and France settled in Sandwich and 
introduced dyke drainage to permit market gardening, 
weaving and other skills such as clay tile making. 
Sandwich is claimed to be the most complete 
medieval historic town in England. We now pick up 
our S tag at the Red Cow Pub in the cattle market, 
originally a work house in 1858, and following P 
markers we head towards Woodnesborough and 
Eastry along a cycle path that was originally the old 
Dover to Sandwich road, passing the Plough and 
Harrow at Tilmanstone and the 20 mile mark. To be

Our pub of the month is The Hare and Hounds, 
Northbourne, built in 1628. We pit stopped here last 
month on our trial run of the RESPONDER ride and 
had the most delicious sandwiches ever in the recently 
renovated beer garden.

Aylesham & Snowdown Social Welfare 
Scheme. 

The Management committee would like 
to wish all members and their families a 

Happy New Year. 
The year 2010 has been a very successful one for the 
scheme and at our last meeting every section was 
working in harmony for the benefit of you our  
members.  
We would like to thank the steering committee for the 
work that they carried getting the grants and 
delivering our £1.6 million “Aylesham Welfare 
Leisure Centre” changing rooms , 3g pitch, muga and 
grass pitches.  
Now the management committee is back in charge 
making the decision on behalf of the scheme. At the 
last meeting  the committee resolved to give each 
section a £100 grant and the opportunity to bid for 
another £500 towards capital purchases when that 
section had paid their annual fees for all of its 
members of £10 per member.  
In the middle of a recession we have delivered first 
class facilities for all sporting section of the welfare. 
The next phase for social facilities contract has been 
let a further £720,000 contract funded by the Big 
Lottery Fund and our partners Freedom Leisure. 
The technical work on the contract has started and we 
expect to see contractors on site in January 2011 
building social facilities.  
We resolved to set up a new section called “Club & 
Institute” who will benefit for grants mentioned 
above. We are going to ask club members to form a 
section to work with Freedom Leisure to run darts, 
pool, bingo and television sports as a section similar 
to the existing sections. 
We expect the new facilities to be open on a daily 
basis serving all members using the centre but 
sessions will have to be economically run so it will 
rely on you to support your scheme.  
The contract is scheduled to be complete on the 19th of 
August 2011 and we hope to open on August Bank 
holiday 2011. That is the weekend of the proposed 
Fayre On The Square and Kent Miners Festival there 
are a whole host of people organising events for that 
weekend. 
They hope to bring back inter colliery sports and 
social events that remind us of our mining history but 
look to our future. 
For the future we are determined to build a hall for the 
band, choir and social events, the choir have moved to 
the Ratling club but they  remain one of our sections 
and we hope one day they will return to the colliery 
welfare. 
We have done great things this year and our future is 
bright as long as we work together.

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The Future of Aylesham Youth Club 
It has been confirmed this week that Kent Youth Service, will be making significant funding reductions to youth 
services in line with Government spending. This is expected to happen over the coming 1 – 3 years. This will affect 
Aylesham Youth & Leisure Centre. It is being suggested that Kent Youth Service change to working from ‘Hubs’ 
(buildings) in each District, where other community agencies and other youth services will also be based. For us, this 
means that there will be one KCC run Youth Centre in the Dover Area. In the Dover Area at the moment we have 4 
youth centres – Aylesham, Archers Court, Deal, and Dover Urban. There is also a Youth Tutor at Sandwich and a 
Detached Worker for the area - it is likely that the Youth Tutor and Detached Youth Worker Roles will not be 
reduced. One idea that is being suggested is that current Kent Youth Service staff could continue to do youth work 
on the streets in specific areas. For most Kent Youth Service Centres, things will start to change in approximately 12 
– 18 months time. Local voluntary organisations or businesses will be invited to apply to take over the management 
of youth centres. The aim is that youth clubs will continue, but will have greater input from, and be run by, local 
groups. Kent Youth Service staff whose centre will no longer be run by Kent Youth Service will be invited to take 
over, or apply to run centres on behalf of other organisations.  
I do not have any further information at this time. Some information has been and is being released to the media via 
KCC Head Office about this new way of delivering services, and I encourage you to look out for this.

What the Bible says about:- Deception 
The definition of to deceive is – to mislead someone by telling a lie. The Bible in John Ch.8.v.44 tell us that 
the devil is a murderer from the beginning, and the father of lies. So if we tell lies we are doing what the 
devil wants. The Bible exhorts us to speak the truth in love. Eph. Ch.4.v.15… when Jesus at his trial was 
asked by Pilate ‘what is truth?’ John Ch.18.v. 37-39 Jesus answered’ I have come to bear witness of the 
truth.’ (1) in John Ch. 14.v.6. ‘I am the truth, no man comes to the father but me.’ (2), John Ch.17.v.17 To 
his father Jesus said ‘Your word (the Bible) is truth.’ And (3) I John Ch.5.v.6 ‘The Holy Spirit is the truth.’ 
So we have three aspects of the truth. We need all three to avoid being deceived. Why? In II Cor.Ch.11.v.4 
Paul is warning the believers to avoid being deceived. ‘If a man comes and preaches (1) another Jesus than 
the one we preached, or you receive (2) different spirit from the Holy Spirit you have received or (3) from a 
different gospel, Gods word the Bible, from the one you received. Some preach a Jesus (1) that encourages 
oppressed poor people to take up the arms (guns) against a dictator. Sounds good but that is another Jesus. Or 
(2) Jesus is a guru (Holy man) on par with other religions, that is another Jesus. Or (3) Jesus is a kind of 
Father Christmas, that pats people on the head and says there there, don’t worry, everything is ok, but they 
don’t mention the need for sincere repentance of our sins, and the judgement of God if we don’t repent. So 
that’s another Jesus – which results in another spirit, not the Holy Spirit and another gospel which is not in 
the Bible… at the beginning of man’s history Genesis Ch.2+3 God told Adam and Eve that they could eat 
the fruit of all the trees accept one. The tree of knowledge of good and evil. If they disobeyed, they would 
surely die. However Gen Ch.3.v.4 says, the serpent said to the women ‘you shall not surely die’ The first lie. 
In fact if you eat of it, ‘you shall be like God, knowing the difference between good and evil. Eve believed 
the lie of the devil instead of the truth of God, because she wanted to control her own destiny without having 
to trust in God. Independence, and self determination through pride is also our big danger, and opens us up to 
being deceived by Satan. The devil doesn’t change a successful strategy. I Cor Ch.3.v.19 Tell us that mans 
wisdom is foolishness with God, and Isaiah Ch.55.v.8+9 ‘God’s ways are higher than our ways and his 
thoughts higher than ours.’ To escape from being deceived we must approach God with humility and the fear 
of the Lord Psalm Ch.25.v.8+9, and 12-14. True wisdom and knowledge both proceed out of fear of the 
Lord. That’s what the Bible says.
