News From Bourne Vets  
As I am writing this it is pouring with rain and I know 
that most of us are hoping we will have some 
sunshine soon. Although we would all love to have a 
long hot summer, our pets probably don’t feel the 
same way. Animals do not have as effective a cooling 
systems as humans and so are more prone to 
hyperthermia or heatstroke. If your pet’s temperature 
reaches too high a level they can very quickly 
overheat and dehydrate. This can cause serious 
damage to their organs and cell systems and sadly in 
severe cases can be fatal. 
Some pets are more at risk than others and extra care 
should be taken with those that are overweight, 
elderly, have a heart condition, breathing problems or 
long and thick coats. 
When it is hot it is important to walk your dog in the 
cooler morning or evening rather than the heat of the 
day and don’t over exert them. Always ensure they 
have access to shady cooler areas in and outdoors. 
Rabbit and Guinea Pig runs should be placed in the 
shade and their water should be checked regularly. 
Also never leave dogs in the car even with the 
windows open as they can be affected by the heat 
within minutes. 
Signs that your pet might be suffering from heatstroke 
include increased panting, excessive thick saliva, 
anxiousness and distress, dark gums, lethargy, 
inability to get up, vomiting, dizziness, collapse and 
loss of consciousness. 
Pets can recover from heatstroke if treated early 
enough, the key is early recognition and prompt 
action, but better still prevent it happening in the first 
place.

What the Bible says about:- What the Bible says about :- ‘Faith’ 
What is faith? Hebrews Ch.11. is about Faith. I like the amplified Bible version, as I find it easier to understand. V.1. 
‘Faith is the assurance (confirmation) of the things we hope for. Faith perceives as real fact, what is not revealed to our 
senses’ Faith believes what God says in the Bible, in spite of our natural reasoning telling us the opposite. The old 
testament  (Agreement) uses the word trust instead of faith. Proverbs Ch.3.v.5. Trust in the Lord with all of your heart, 
and lean not on your own understanding. I Cor.Ch.5.v.7. Walk by faith (trusting in God) and not by sight (trusting in 
self). Walking is active not passive, so faith is action (working things out in a practical way and not just theory.)  
James Ch.1.v.17+18. In the early 1960’s as a young Christian I read James Ch.5.v.16. ‘The prayer of faith will heal the 
sick.’ I realised most of my prayers were prayers of  hope. Nothing wrong with that, but its not faith… At this time I 
was asked to do a job for an elderly lady living the other side of Wingham. On my arrival she said her name was 
Mrs.Church, so I jokingly said ‘ with a name like that you should be a Christian.’ She replied ‘oh, we give a donation 
to the church every month.’ After more conversation she showed me a red hole in her leg, which she said was an ulcer, 
and they couldn’t get it to heal up. ‘Will you pray about it Jack?’ I said ‘I will when I get home.’ ‘Chicken!’ However 
after a few days sh rung up and said, ‘ It’s healed up, will you pray for my sister who has got terminal cancer,  and 
they’re only given her a few weeks to live.’ A bit stunned, I said o.k.  and put the phone town. ‘Well this is something 
impossible isn’t it Lord?’ I felt a registration inside say ‘No the principle of faith is the same.’ As I prayed for this poor 
lady, I did experience a God given passion for her. A couple of  weeks later Mrs.Church rung up and said ‘My sister 
went back into hospital and they cant understand it, the cancer is practically  gone!’ I feel the prerequisite for helping 
hurting people, is a God given compassion for, and an empathy with whoever we pray for? God is even interested in 
all the small practical areas of our lives. Some years ago I used to have a meeting on a Friday evening at my house, 
mainly to pray for the people of Aylesham. Maxine and Dion used to come. One evening. Dion, who worked at the 
fancy box company in Dover, asked If we could pray for a new job, as this one didn’t pay enough wages. Within a 
very short space of time she got a job at Pfizers with £4000 a year more. That night a prayer of Faith had gone up, and 
not by me. Hebrews Ch.11.v.6. ‘Without faith it is impossible to please God.’ How do we get Faith? Romans 
Ch.10.v.17.  ‘Faith comes by hearing, and hearing by the word of God.’ When we pray, take time to listen to The Holy 
Spirit. Also read the word of God (The Bible). Faith is also a gift. I Cor.Ch.12.v.9. God wants us to ask persistently for 
gifts, for His glory not ours, like the persistant woman in Luke Ch.18. That’s what the Bible says.
