Did you know that dogs and cats can suffer from
Diabetes just like humans can?

injections are not painful and most animals copgy ve
well with this treatment.

There is no cure for diabetes, however if the disdsas
resulted from obesity it will improve a great dealce
your pets weight is under control.

The gitiethe abbey
itself is occupied by a farmhouse, parts of whieltedback to the
16" Century. The monk’s cellar (retaining its originaiches)
remains underneath the house. Now we head for Bugg the
Plough in Ripple which was known as Ripple Vale.nJéhench
1% Earl of York Commander of the British Expedition E@was
born here in 1852 and is also buried here. Hissi€harlotte
Despard the suffragette novelist and Sinn Feirvigttivas also
born in Ripple in 1844. We pick up our P tag at®teugh, a local
traditional alehouse and head for Great Mongehdlowimg the
O markers to the Oast house, Great Mongeham, nowmgputer
business. The village was a settlement as longaaghe Bronze
Age. In 1949 a body was found of a man crouched iourial
position with fragments of a food vessel which datmack to
1000BC. The local church dates to AD470. Inside thach is a
helmet which could have been seen to be used irBéte of
Hastings 1066. The village is also known for thestfiwooden
manufactured bike. Also Queen Elizabeth the Queesthdf
whilst staying in Walmer Castle used to purchaseshasages and
ice cream from Great Mongeham. Picking up our O aad
following the N markers we arrive at NorthbournéieTlocal
church has a long history and is the site of onthe@foldest places
of Christian worship dating back to AD597. It stidtains the
original cross or cruciform and its plan has harddgen altered
since it was built in Norman style 900 years agokiRg up our N
tag we follow D markers via Waldershire Park, sd#ahe Earl of
Guildford. Coelred King of the Mercia was said tovéddought a
battle here in 1715 with Ina. A Roman entrenchmemiases 2
acres of land encircling the church and a 300fpdeell. We now
head towards our'7stop, The Duck Pond, Coldred, opposite the
Carpenters Arms. Legend has it that during th& Century
infamous witches trials one old Lady Neil Garlimgas accused
of the black arts, and was tied thumbs to toessongse and flung
into the water here. This was called “swum” swimmitf she
sank that would prove her innocence, if she floasbeé was
deemed guilty. Either way her prospects were nadg®lso a
certain Ray Tobin in 1968 “swum” here after a betewh
Manchester City denied Manchester United the
championship by 1 point on the final day of thessea As you
can see, he survived!! Picking up our D tag wéofelmarkers E
via Sheperdswell. The village school here was bnilt852, the
railway opened in 1860 and the station about theesgme. There
was a brickyard where bricks were made for theveail bridges
and tunnels. The village church was taken down8iB11 It was a
very dark plain little old church which had beemrsting for

centuries dating back to th& 8entury. The local post man would
walk from Dover with the letters to deliver hereigth may only
have been a dozen. If anyone had a letter to govtelld have to
give him a penny for postage as there was no gbsean those
days. He would have his dinner in the Bricklayermérand have
a nap before returning to Dover. This came to afh i@n1856
when the post office was built. A former residefpnstant
Woodgate used to run a fish shop in the villagee &ist her
husband in WW1 and both of her sons in WW2. Plaoedd, a
fine 300 year old mansion in the village was degbby fire in
December 1920 during the Great Miners Strike. Ewegywas
short of coal yet 9 tonnes in the mansion cellad to be left to
burn. The village stocks used to stand in the eeotrthe village
until they were done away with in 1820. The oldImi&s built in
1720 and was one of the finest mills in the distiicwas used for
150 years before it was pulled down during WW1 witewas
discovered that German spies were using it. Nowhead for
Eythorne to pick up our E tag. In the year 807 Gadahe King of
Kent sold to Aethelnoth his minister their plougindls Aetheyghe
for the price of 3000 pence. Later the estate ciaboepossession
of Archbishop Wulsford who in 824 gave the estatéhe monks
of the priory sometime before the Norman conquédsfi@b66.
Picking up our E tag we now head for Ratling maraiofving
the R markers. The manor of Ratling court was oncaaaor
house and which became a farmhouse, evolved ogecdhturies
and contains elements of several periods. The e@ftthe house
is the oldest part which was once the open hakisfed House
dating early 1% century. The north wing was rebuilt by William
Cowper in 1680. It also has a great fireplace orugheer floor in
the old hall. A century or so later a Georgian rogas built at the
rear end of the house as was the brew house avtiie end with
the thatched caped donkey wheel house for drawiatgrwfrom
the well nearby. Hence we finish at the Ratling Claba well
earned pint and | think you all know the histonttif place!

Around 240 children/young people in Aylesham and
District have participated in activities related to
methods of producing local food, especially local
honey, fruit and vegetables, which are all conrtecte
and directly associated with bees. Bees in pdaticu
are extremely important in the pollination of fruit
orchards; every spring many commercial beekeepers
move beehives with honeybees to fruit orchards to
pollinate the fruit blossom. In vegetable patclesp
gardens and greenhouses we rely on bees to also
pollinate our vegetables, herbs and soft fruit
especially tomatoes and strawberries. The BumbleBee
Alliance CIC who delivered the project “Buzzing for
Honey” with funding from the National Lottery —
Local Food Fund managed by RSW, has been
delighted with the opportunity of working with Idca
schools and communities groups in providing a great
project which enhances the creativity and imagimati

of children/young people, and enabling them to
understand the importance of bees and our local. foo
David Moniz, the manager at The BumbleBee
Alliance office based at the Aylesham Parish Cdunci
Offices said “the children in the village have
benefitted greatly from this project and many afrth
have thoroughly enjoyed the activities and working
with bees.
