News From Bourne Vets                                                           
Please beware as we have seen a few cases of Kennel 
Cough in dogs recently. This is a highly contagious disease 
that spreads rapidly. The main signs of disease are a 
honking cough that often ends with retching and owners 
may worry their dog has something stuck in its throat. 
Occasionally the dog will cough up mucus and there may 
be a discharge from the nose. The disease is spread by 
direct contact with infected dogs and by airbourne 
transmission so the name is misleading as it is not always 
caught in kennels. The disease is so contagious that dogs 
can catch it whilst out on walks and with just brief contact 
with an infected dog. To avoid infection we recommend 
vaccination. The kennel cough vaccine is administered by 
spraying up the nose and it takes at least 72 hours to 
develop immunity, with boosters required yearly. As we are 
seeing more of the disease at the moment we would 
recommend all dogs are vaccinated routinely to reduce the 
spread to disease but it is especially important to vaccinate 
before going into kennels or before your dog will have a lot 
of contact with other dogs and to ensure vaccination is not 
at the last minute so immunity has time to develop. If you 
are travelling abroad this summer and leaving your dog in 
kennels then it is a good idea to ensure they are protected 
with a kennel cough vaccine and many kennels insist your 
dog has one before they will take them. To help, we are 
offering 20% off all kennel cough vaccines throughout 
May if you bring this article along with you. If you would 
like to book your dog in for a vaccine or have any further 
questions about kennel cough please call Bourne 
Veterinary Practice on 01227 832322.

Sports  at Aylesham. 
Aylesham news report 23rd April 2010. 
The building work at the welfare’s Spinney lane 
sports ground is well under way. The 3g artificial 
sports pitch has been formed and the floodlights are 
being installed. 
The Contractors W.W. Martins are knocking down the 
old 1929’s Snowdown Football changing rooms but 
we are keeping the grandstand. 
The sports changing rooms are now being built and 
are at first floor height. The car park will be ready for 
the 1st of May.  
The fund for the £1.6million development that the 
Football Foundation, Coalfield Regeneration Trust, 
Dover District Council and Rugby Football Union 
have paid for are very pleased with progress.  
Phase 1 of the work will be completed for the end of 
September playing in the fist week of October. 
Aylesham Parish council has given a grant of £5000 
and are working with Aylesham & Snowdown junior 
football club to make their Dorman Avenue sports 
ground available for training prior to the welfare 
pitches being reopened.  
Any club who need pre season training grounds 
should contact the Aylesham & Snowdown Social 
Welfare Scheme’s steering committee for assistance. 
The junior football are prepared for next season with 
all of the junior teams being sponsored for new 
playing strip and Snowdown Rugby club have plans 
to bring in new teams.  
There are many changes happening in Aylesham the 
only pub in town is being demolished .  
The Greyhound public house built in the 1930’s was a 
merry watering hole for the miners of Aylesham who 
frequented the pub.  
Many old stories are told of the flatsheet across the 
road where patrons sat on their haunches to  borrow 
the price of a pint, locally known as a set in, to get 
into the pub and maybe a free pint off the more 
wealthy or crafty regulars. 
The changes to the village’s pubs and club have been 
profound, Snowdown Workingman’s club by the pit 
has closed, the Greyhound has closed, The Legion 
workingman’s club is now a sports pub but the 
Ratling Workingman’s Club has survived along with 
the welfare club.  
The changes to the villages men’s drinking habits 
have taken its toll and whether it’s  the cheap booze in 
the supermarkets or the free bus pass for the over 
sixties to Weatherspoon’s means many pubs have 
closed and more will do so. 
We now look forward to the Aylesham Leisure Centre 
and the focus on sports for all and cultural activities; 
Aylesham & Snowdown Social Welfare is on the up 
and up, we will return it to its glory days.

Police Blog 
Here is an update from your local PCSO Mark 
Faulkner and PC Dave Keningale for the Aylesham 
and Nonington ward(s), about what they have been 
doing in your community this fortnight. Every Friday 
morning from 10am until midday PC Dave Keningale 
or myself hold a police surgery with the parish council 
at the Whitehouse.  This is a great place for you to 
come and have a chat and let one of us know any 
issues or concerns that you have.  You are also able to 
give us any information you may have that could 
assist us.  
We try to attend the over 55’s luncheon club and 
farmers market at St Peters Church on Friday 
afternoons from midday to 3pm. We have attended St 
Finibars Church on Tuesday afternoons from 2pm 
where local residents that attend can come and have a 
chat to us about any local concerns or things going on 
in the area.  We also have been to the Over 55’s 
community luncheon, and the farmers market at St 
Peters Church on Friday afternoons from midday. 
We visit the youth club on numerous occasions where 
we have the opportunity to chat to the young people 
attending, along with the staff.  This is a great 
opportunity for them to come and speak to us about 
any issues or concerns they may have. We try to visit 
the fire station on a Thursday evening during their 
training session. This is another opportunity for us to 
find out what concerns there are in the area, and 
gather any information that may be of use to the 
policing of the community. Recently 11 teenage 
individuals received harassment warnings relating to 
their behaviour and actions around another person 
from the village.  The torment and anti social 
behaviour suffered by this individual has been 
ongoing for a long time, and needs to stop before we 
have to consider formal criminal proceedings. We 
have taken positive action against the group of 
teenagers but we  hope that this step is sufficient to 
stop all unlawful actions against the individual. We 
have set two new priorities for the area.  The first 
being the use of drugs and the disposal of drug litter in 
the alley way on Cornwallis Avenue opposite 
Grasmere Way.  The second being the use of off road 
motorbikes being ridden on public spaces in and 
around Aylesham and Nonington.  To enable us to 
combat these issues and any others we desperately 
need your help.  We would be grateful for any 
information that would assist us; any information can 
be given to us anonymously but is still vital in 
combating the problems in the area.

What the Bible says about:- What the Bible says about ‘Homosexuality’

She joined the lesbian group, cut her hair short, wore an old tam and scruffy 
clothes. At a large Christian meeting at Kingsmead stadium, I was talking to this girl and her new ‘friend’, trying to 
explain that they couldn’t produce children e.c.t. A man overhearing our conversation asked if he  could join in, 
‘certainly’ I replied. ‘Girls’ he proceeded ‘I used to be  a  practicing homosexual, I became a Christian, and read in 
the Bible that it was wrong. I asked Jesus to forgive me and help me. He healed me, and delivered me from my old 
lifestyle.
