Notes From Bourne Veterinary Practice 
Rabbits are an increasingly popular pet and we see 
lots of them coming into the practice. They are 
relatively easy to keep and can be readily litter-tray 
trained. Rabbits are very rewarding and versatile pets, 
and there are lots of toys, activities (including rabbit 
agility equipment), grooming equipment and hutches 
available for pet rabbits. The most common problems 
we encounter with rabbits are associated with their 
teeth. This is mainly because their teeth continue to 
grow throughout their lives because of the grinding 
action of chewing their very tough plant-based diet. If 
the teeth are not set in their mouths correctly at a very 
young age, the teeth may not meet properly, and then 
regions of the teeth become overgrown, causing very 
painful lesions in the mouth. These are caused by very 
sharp spurs, and need to be filed off, under  
anaesthetic. The incisor teeth (front teeth) can also 
grow very long, and this can interfere with eating if 
they do not wear down evenly. Untreated, these 
problems can be very serious and life-threatening for 
rabbits, due to their very sensitive digestive systems. 
The main signs of problems are reduced or complete 
lack of appetite, excessive wetting around the mouth, 
lumpy jaws, and weight loss. Rabbits are also 
susceptible to several infectious diseases, which they 
can be vaccinated against. The most common is 
Myxomatosis, which is increasingly common, and we 
see a lot in poorly wild rabbits brought into the 
practice. It is caused by a virus that can attack the skin 
and the nervous system. It is a very serious infection, 
and is almost always fatal. We can vaccinate for this 
horrible disease, but the vaccination needs repeating 
every 6 months. Viral Haemorrhagic Disease is 
another viral infection, which has very few signs. The 
most common sign unfortunately is sudden death. 
This can also be vaccinated for annually so it is 
important to keep your rabbits vaccines up to date to 
protect them. 
Rabbits also get various skin problems, from mites 
(which we call walking dandruff) through to skin 
sores, and very serious fly-strike. All these things can 
be either treated, managed or prevented, so please 
give us a call on 01227 832322 if you have any 
questions about your pet rabbit.

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A number of years ago the Bridle Path nosEE335 
running from Knowlton to Shepherdswell was 
upgraded to a byway, & for a number of years this did 
not cause a problem. But due to the popularity of off 
road vehicles, especially at weekends; certain sections 
are now becoming unusable by walkers & horse riders 
due to the very deep ruts created by these vehicles. 
Also certain sections are too narrow to allow passing 
of vehicles & trial bikes, by other users. As this is a 
very popular route for Horse Riders, Dog Walkers & 
Hikers; as this is part of the Miners Way, it is only a 
matter of time before an incident occurs. It is not 
unusual to have a column in excess of 10 4x4's, also 
trial's bike riders numbering 15 or more, often 
travelling faster than conditions allow, especially sat 
& sun afternoons. Our intention is to try to get enough 
support from groups who use this particular walk, to 
try to get it re-classified as a bridle path. Any 
assistance that you can offer would be greatly 
appreciated.
