News From Bourne Vets

We have been hearing worrying news from the re
centres that this year there has been an unpredegi
increase in the number of unwanted pets inclu
puppies and kittens. In the current economic clanik
appears to be much harder to find homes for ki
and puppies and so it is not a good time
contemplate amateur breeding.

We would recommend neutering to avoid
unwanted pregnancies but also as it significe
reduces the risk of your pet getting several n
cancers later in life. The ideal age to neuterhaicis
at 6 months old, i.e. before theif* eason as th
reduces the risk of them having incontinence late
If they have had a season then we need to d
operation mid way between seasons, so approxin
3-4 months after the last season, as this cause
least hormonal druption and the least traume
surgery as the uterus is at its smallest. Everoufr
bitch is older we would still recommend spay
(ovariohysterectomy) as they become more pror
nasty infections of the uterus, called pyometrachw
can be very serious.

Dogs can be castrated from 6 months of age; tHis
not affect their growth or character.

Cats are incredibly good at becoming pregnant &g
are spontaneous ovulators and so we recommen
cats are neutered as early as possible. Really
depends on their size but we can usually do it fro
months in males and females.
