News From Bourne Vets

This month we saw a very poorly dog that had
bitten by an adder. The Common European Addere
only natve venomous snake in the UK and although
very rare to see adder bites in our pets when tw®
occur they are very painful and can be fatal. Addm=r
be found in a variety of habitats including woodlg
meadows, coastal dunes and the banks e&ists. Thei
appearance is variable but they can usually betifah
by the dark V or X shape on the back of their héakst
adders also have a zigzag pattern along their bad
they can be up to 75 cm long. They are very timi
nature and will not sually bite unless they fe
threatened or cornered. They are a protected spant
should not be handled or harmed. Dogs are at risn
exploring in undergrowth. They are usually bittantbe
face or limbs. Snake bites are more common fronmch
to October when snakes are more active due tc
warmer weather and the venom is most potent in V¥
and April shortly after the snake has come ou
hibernation. If you suspect your pet has beenrblitean
adder you should seek prompt veterinary attentihe
severity of the signs seen is variable dependinghe
site of the bite and the size of the animal (sm
animals are more at risk of severe problems dubé
relative dose of venom to their bodyweight). Effedb
not usually reach a peak uUndit least 6 hours after tl
bite but all bites should be treated as an emeygan
they can be fatal. The most effective treatmerdnt-
venom which vets can obtain from the local hosg
Supportive treatment such as anflammatory drugs
intraverous fluids and antibiotics may also be gi
when they are need:

Some dogs do steal out of boredom rather
hunger especially when lefor long periods o
time with little stimulation to enterta
themselves. A dog's acute sense of smell
encourage them to explore tantalizing places
as the bin. Tipping the bin over is not o
rewarding, because there is always somethir
eat, but fun too as we can rummage around
explore.

Poor old Rufus learned the hard way that ta
food is wrong and as usual in the human/
relationship he got into trouble even thougl
was his instinctive behaviouaking over. So i
your little scaenger is being a food thief, u
some prevention techniques rather t
punishment.

My top tips to prevent food scavenging are.

Don't leave food lying around
Use obedience training and the comm
NO! Especially from puppy age.

The digital TV switchover is Government policy.will
mean that almost everyone will be able to receigéad
TV through an aerial (Freeview). Digital TV alsoes
less broadcast space which means that after swic}
there will be more room for new services suck
wireless broadband, local TV and HigDefinition
Television (HDTV).To keep your TV service, you v
need to convert your TVs to digital before Aylesfam
switchover date (2012).

How much does switching cost?

Switching to digital doesn’t need to be expensivke
price will vary dependingon the digital choices yc
make.
