My name is Mark Townsend and I am a Community 
Responder Team Leader. There are at present in our scheme, which has been very busy in YOUR area, two 
of us qualified to the required level of competence. We are volunteers who assist the ambulance service in 
our roles as Community First Responders. The scheme in this area has been running for 2 ½ yrs, and we have 
on many occasions been called to life threatening conditions. Due to the rural nature of our surrounding 
villages we have decided to purchase our own 4x4 vehicle. This would enable us a to have a dedicated means 
of transport that would give us the opportunity whatever the conditions, the ability to respond to calls we 
would normally have major problems reacting to. Remember the snow we had this year and all the 
associated issues caused to all our communities. With this in mind and the generosity of various members 
and social organizations within our various villages we have set ourselves a target of £15000. We are well on 
course thanks to some fantastic donations from various sources. However we would like to ask for your 
support in helping the funding of the vehicle to enable us to purchase it in the very near future. I realize in 
these times money is very tight, however I believe that our scheme has proven to be very important to our 
communities, and the average response time we have been quoted by South East Coast Ambulance as 6min 
20 seconds, this is within the 8mins, a critical time measure. We have received what I can only say has been 
outstanding support from all our local villages, and has been recognized county wide with the award of two 
trophies, (1) Scheme of the year. (2) Team Leader of the year. These were awarded in September of last year 
at Hickstead international show ground. A testament to all the support we have received . This I believe is a 
very worthy cause and no doubt we will be used again and again in YOUR village. We have around £10,000 
already due to kind donations from the our villages.

The Digital Switchover - In Simple Terms 
The digital TV switchover is the process of turning off 
the UK's analogue TV signal and replacing it with a 
digital signal. 
Why is it happening? 
The digital TV switchover is Government policy. It will 
mean that almost everyone will be able to receive digital 
TV through an aerial (Freeview). Digital TV also uses 
less broadcast space which means that after switchover, 
there will be more room for new services such as 
wireless broadband, local TV and High Definition 
Television (HDTV).To keep your TV service, you will 
need to convert your TVs to digital before Aylesham’s 
switchover date  (2012).  
How much does switching cost? 
Switching to digital doesn’t need to be expensive. The 
price will vary depending on the digital choices you 
make.  
The things to consider are: 
The number of TVs in your home you choose to convert. 
Whether you choose to pay one upfront cost or pay 
monthly for a subscription service. 
If you choose to buy a standard digital box, an HD 
digital box, an integrated digital TV (iDTV), or a digital 
TV recorder (which will also convert your TV to 
digital). If you choose to subscribe additional channels 
(e.g. movies and sports) or services (e.g. broadband, 
telephone or HD TV).  
Optional additional channels and services including 
premium channels (e.g movies, sports), broadband and 
telephony.  

Benefits of going digital  
Digital TV offers new ways to enjoy your TV service: 
Greater choice of TV channels 
New features such as on-screen listings, interactivity, 
audio description and subtitling for people with visual 
and audio impairments. 
Getting your home ready 
Consider every TV set that you want to continue 
watching. Any TV left unconverted will not work after 
switchover. 
Do you like to record TV programmes?  
Video and DVD recorders will still play back and record 
but most won’t be able to record one channel while you 
watch another. If you enjoy recording, consider getting a 
digital TV recorder that will also convert your TV.  
You should check your TV aerial.  
If you choose a to receive a service like Freeview, BT 
Vision or Top Up TV you may need to upgrade your 
aerial. It is estimated that around 5-10% of rooftop 
aerials and up to 50% of set top aerials will be affected 
by switchover.  
What to consider with a satellite service:  
If you choose a digital satellite service and live in a 
listed building or conservation area, you may need 
planning permission.  
Will switchover affect my radio? Your radio  
equipment will not be affected by switchover.

Also  called Babylon, which is in 
Iraq. Is there any similarities to today’s situation? 
At the moment twenty of the leaders of the nations 
(G20), are meeting together to build a oneness
