LATE NIGHT FRIDAYS. 
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MEMORIES OF AYLESHAM  by GLADYS IRENE BARNES. 2009.   Part 1 
My Father John Allton was born in 1896, one of 6 children in the family, in the small town of Glascote, 
Warwickshire, his mother hailed from Derbyshire and his father was a market gardener, quite a successful 
one.  My Father faked his age, enlisted in the R.A.M.C. serving aboard hospital ships mostly, and he was at 
the Dardanelles. On demob he met Dorothy Hobbs my Mother’s sister, she having met someone she 
preferred more, passed him on to my Mother Hilda Louis Hobbs, which event I was told occurred on the 
Prince of Wales pier at Dover, the sisters belonged to a large family, very well esteemed, dairy farm people. 
At that time, very good money was paid at the mines, the other alternative for my Father was a career in the 
police force, however he opted to return to Glascote and a surface job at the pit, meantime he had married 
my Mother and I was the consequence, born on 30th June 1920 in rooms above a bakers shop in East View, 
Glascote near to my grandparents.  After this there was a move to another pit at Swadlincote, which can’t 
have satisfied, so we moved back to Dover and my Father push biked each day to the fairly newly 
established village of Aylesham, midway between Dover and Canterbury. The whole welfare of this place 
depended on the pit at Snowdon, which was almost a mile deep and very hot in which to work, most of the 
coalface workers wore women’s navy bloomers for comfort!!  My Father’s job was in charge of the 
headgear, ropes and the miner’s cages and their safety etc., known as Colliery Banksman, he invariably 
worked at the weekends, greasing the cables and general maintenance, needless to say this job was quite 
poorly paid, despite the responsibility of many lives thereby.  His hands became terribly sore in winter, 
which quantities of Snowfire tablets and Vaseline did little to assuage. The move to Aylesham was 
accelerated by the 1926 General Strike and I do remember my Mother crying, when my Father came home 
from shopping with just a Hovis loaf!!So we settled in to No. 7 Hyde Place, the garden backing on to the 
Greyhound Pub, plenty of garden produce, keeping hens etc., helped the household budget.  Neighbours 
came from most parts of run down Britain, the most cosmopolitan place in which I have ever lived.  I was 7 
when we moved there from Dover, with a brother barely a year old and I remember the Junior school was a 
long wooden building, quite near the railway holt.  I was really the odd child out, being the only one then 
with a Dover accent, so had the dubious distinction of the only child that spoke the King’s English, as a 
consequence I always had the lead part in school plays, one being The King’s Breakfast.  Us children were 
all pretty healthy the only scare one year was  diptheria and we all had mouth swabs taken, the teaching was 
excellent, free milk was abundant then and school dinners also.

A year ago at our very special friend’s funeral, it was 
decided to get together and organise a ‘School Reunion’ in 
memory of our dear friend Sue Stanley.  This would be our 
first attempt at a reunion in some 41 years of us leaving 
Aylesham Secondary School. Meetings were held regularly 
throughout the next months agenda items to take away and 
complete by the time we met again.  Slowly, but surely we 
managed to contact approximately 70% or so of our old 
school chums. The invaluable help of the ‘Aylesham & 
District Community News’, played a big part in this by 
advertising for us.  The old class photos we were able to 
obtain copies of from the ‘Heritage Centre Archives’, were 
a great help too.  Holding the reunion in our old school hall 
couldn’t have been a better venue – 
 “I don’t remember it being so small though”, was voiced 
by many on the night.  Amongst the old class photos, which 
incidentally, were all blown up to A3 size and adorned the 
walls on the night, were a mixture of rounders, netball, 
football, rugby to name a few and not forgetting the 
momentous school production of ‘Hansel & Gretel’.  All 
proved to be a superb talking point on the night.  “That’s 
not me”, I heard on more than one occasion, “yes it is – put 
your glasses on” – “ooh so it is”!  It was so rewarding to 
see how everyone reacted and responded to one another 
after meeting them again for the first time in over four 
decades. In spite of the time lapse most of us did recognise 
each other, (although the individual badges we wore with 
our names & old school photos on, did come in handy a 
few times)! As people arrived and throughout the night it 
was so good to see everyone hugging, kissing and shaking 
hands.  We had so many laughs and such fun as we took 
delight in remembering certain things that each of us 
suddenly remembered, and shared with each other.  Stirring 
up the old grey matter and chuckling as another special 
memory became a reality as it brought it to the fore of our 
minds after 40 years. Rubena Balfour, made a wonderful 
‘Reunion’ cake which was auctioned on the night and was 
very generously purchased by David Neil – thanks also to 
David for his kind donation towards general costs it was 

much appreciated.  We did state on the night that the 
majority of our absent school friends that have passed 
away, have unfortunately suffered differing forms of 
cancer.  We have been able to make a donation to Cancer 
Research, in memory of them all.  Special mention, was, of 
course, also given to them on our reunion night.  Then and 
now, they will always be with us in thought. Numerous 
photos were taken by all on the night and if anyone reading 
this article  does have copies they can pass on, could you 
kindly send them to the email address below so a mixed 
compilation can be created and passed on to those who 
didn’t have a camera on the night – or indeed to anyone 
who would like a copy.  Our resident disc jockey for the 
night was Chris West, and what a fabulous job he made of 
the entertainment for us.  Making it a personal, fun and 
enjoyable mix of music, games etc for everyone – you 
really did your homework Chris, thank you for your hard 
work. We all had such fun and enjoyed the evening so 
much, but unfortunately there just wasn’t enough time to 
get around to seeing everyone. The evening just flew by so 
quickly.  Judging by the ‘thank you’ cards, letters, 
emails,texts and phone calls received, all who came had a 
great time – thank you all for your feedback.  Those class 
mates who couldn’t make it on the night because of 
holidays, illness etc you were missed! 
We can honestly say it has been a real pleasure – so much 
so, after numerous requests we hope to do it all again in 
four years time on our 60th year in 2013 Watch this 
Space!!!

Time to move on. Is there confusion? No! The 5 shepherds 
meander in different directions, and call their sheep. In 
orderly manner each  sheep will only obey his own 
shepherds voice and follow him. Is Jesus your shepherd?... 
5 An audible voice I have only experienced it once in the 
54 years I’ve been a Christian. Between 1954 and 1960 I 
worked underground at Snowdown Colliery. In 1960 I 
worked on infusion on the night shift. Two men alone did 
this job on about a hundred yard long coal face. Both would 
start in the middle boring 7 foot holes, about 5 yards apart. 
One working towards the main gate (tunnel), and the other 
towards the Tension Gate (tunnel). The next job was to 
insert a ‘gun’ with a seal at the end and with a water hose 
attached, then pump the water into each hole. The object of 
the operation was to break up the coal, and to keep the dust 
down for the colliers on the next shift. At this particular 
hole I was standing  on the conveyor belt, and had started 
infusing the water, when I heard a loud voice shout ‘get 
back.’ Instinctively I jumped back to a safer place under the 
supporting girders. The roof collapsed where  I had been 
standing , and the  debris was about 7 foot high. When the 
dust cleared I saw the cap light  of my workmate coming 
towards me, so I  shouted ‘thanks Doug for calling.’ He 
replied ‘I never shouted.’ If it hadn’t been for that audible 
voice I would have been added to the 5 fatalities at 
Snowdown during the 15 years that I worked there. Also I 
would  have never seen  my 4 children and 12 
grandchildren grow up. In fact they would have never been 
born  as our 1st child was born in 1961!... Also you 
wouldn’t be reading this article in  this wonderful 
newsletter. If you have any other ways God has spoken to 
you, please let me know.
