It isilavi
from veterinary surgeries as a plug-in diffuserllazoor
spray and is safe and easy to use. For cats therdeline
version called Feliway which is very effective, hittis
important to start using it well before any firewsistart.
Some pets get very anxious indeed and can causedd |
distress to their owners as they can cause a lot of
Destruction. These cases often need sedation ableeto
cope with fireworks and it is important to be pregzthand
give sedation before the fireworks to produce tlaimum
effect.

The Story of a Happy Old Man

Eddie phoned Alcoholics Anonymous for help when
he was 70. He never drank again and enjoyed ten
more years of golden sobriety before passing away
after having had a heart attack.

He had become honest enough with himself to know,
and to admit, that he had lost control of his drigk
and had realised things were worsening and that he
needed help. He turned to AA and called the Nation
Helpline.

From the start of his recovery from alcoholism he
became a regular member of a local group (in Kent)
and learned more about the fatal nature of thesin
that so many deny. But just as importantly, with a
host of sober friends in the Fellowship of AA, he
learned how to live a new life of new freedom and
happiness that he had never before experienced.

He also learned quickly that to keep his new found
freedom and contentment the best way was to help
others who had suffered, and to get himself inwblve
in service to AA. In his case by becoming the
treasurer of his home group (the one he most rdgula
attended) and which role he undertook with diligenc
and dedication.

Eddie was loved by all who knew him — young and
old — and he reflected this back to others, chidie
well as adults. So much so that when he diedwhis

to be seen in the eclectic mixture of over fiftiefrds
who attended his funeral service. He certainlyrcht

die alone and frightened.

In his recovery he had made the important discovery
that although he had made many mistakes in life he
was at heart a good man who had run away from the
pain of living - into alcohol and which had been
killing him.

However, money is also needed to
support KCC youth services, Library, Social Sersjce
Adult Education and - most importantly - a local

the development. There is no money in the Section
106 funding, as yet, for these services - andlloca
ClIrs are campaigning hard to ensure that therkbsil
cash is allocated for improvements in these sesvice
which would otherwise be under intense pressure
from the requirements of an extra 1200 houses.
Moreover, Cllrs remain concerned about the proposed
cuts of £7 million in infrastructure costs whichear
being proposed because of lower land values, grisin
from the recession. Although DDC have said that
quality standards will be maintained, it is difficto

see how this can be achieved with cuts of this
magnitude. For example, what exactly, would a nout i
Highways provision of something like £2 million
mean in practice?
