The fireworks season is now here and if your pet 
gets terrified by them, you are not alone. We are 
always hearing from owners whose pets are 
terrified of fireworks and recent research suggests 
that almost half of dogs in the UK show some 
level of fearful response to loud noises and it is 
even worse for cats. 
When your pet is being frightened by firework 
noise it is important to provide them with a safe 
indoor den or hiding place where they can feel 
secure, such as an indoor kennel with a blanket 
over the top. Muffle the firework noise by closing 
doors and curtains and turning on the radio or 
TV. Keep your pets indoors while firework 
displays are happening. It is really important to 
not over-fuss your pets when they are scared. 
This can be difficult but long term it makes 
matters worse and makes them less able to cope 
when you are not at home. Try to stay calm 
yourself and don’t get angry with your pet for 
behaving differently, fear can make them behave 
very out of character. If you have any concerns 
please give us a call at Bourne Veterinary 
Practice on 01227 832322 and we can offer you 
advice and medication if necessary to help your 
pet feel less worried. We can also discuss long 
term preventative therapy with you to help your 
pet become better equipped at dealing with scary 
noises in the future.
