This little critter is causing us lots of headacheshe
moment! It is the harvest mite (Trombicula
Autumnalis) and it appears to be particularly axtiv
this year and is irritating a large number of bdtys

and cats.

Harvest Mite larvae are very active in long grass i
September and October and will swarm onto passing
pets and congregate on the eyelids, ears, paws and
abdomen. They are most active when the weather is
warm and dry. Harvest mite larvae do not burrow int
the skin or suck blood but they inject a salivary
secretion under the skin. This secretion contains
powerful digestive enzymes that break down the skin
cells so the larvae can suck them up and this &t wh
causes the intense itchiness. If untreated thisnigc
can lead to severe secondary skin infections.

The mites are easily identified as bright oranges do
adhering to the skin and the itching they produme c
cause your pet severe distress. The only effective
treatment is to spray them with Effipro and thidl wi
rapidly kill the mites, but this may need to be eon
frequently throughout Autumn. If you are concerned
that your pet may be being affected then give calla
